OFFICIAL CKC CLASSES are offered and will be divided by SEX;

JUNIOR PUPPY - 6 Months of age and less than 9 Months of age

SENIOR PUPPY - 9 Months of age and less than 12 Months of age

12 - 15 MONTHS - 12 Months of age and less than 15 Months of age

15 - 18 MONTHS - 15 Months of age and less than 18 Months of age.

CANADIAN BRED - For Dogs Born in Canada, Champions in any country excluded.
BRED BY EXHIBITOR - For dogs owned and handled in the ring by the Breeder/co-
breeder.

OPEN - Shall be for all dogs.

VETERANS - all dogs 7 years of age or over on the day of the show. (Specialty Shows
only) Spayed or neutered dogs may compete. Veterans Class entrants compete for
regular placements and the 1st Place dog and bitch will go on to compete for Best of
Breed.

SPECIALS ONLY - This class WILL NOT be divided by sex. A dog may be entered for
“Specials Only” and such a dog will compete for Best of Breed & Best of Opposite Sex
Awards. Dogs must have a recorded CKC Registration or Event Registration Number
(ERN). All Awards earned at the show will be canceled if, at the time of closing of entries
for the show, the dog was not registered individually in the records of the Canadian
Kennel Club or has not completed the requirements for a CKC Championship.

NON-REGULAR CLASSES dogs must be also entered in a regular class or for

Exhibition only.

BABY PUPPY CLASS Dogs three (3) months of age and under six (6) months of age
on the day of the show.

EXHIBITION ONLY - Dogs entered in this class may not compete in any of the regular
classes.

BRACE CLASS - shall be for two dogs of either sex. Dogs must enter one of the
Regular classes, Specials Only or Exhibition Only. A Brace Team must be handled by
one person on one lead.

TEAM CLASS - shall be the same as for Brace Class except that four dogs are entered.
STUD DOG/BROOD BITCH - for Stud Dogs + 2 or more of their get, for Brood Bitch + 2
or more of her progeny.

THREE GENERATION CLASS One exhibit from each generation, regardless of sex or
ownership, exhibited from oldest to youngest. Neutered or spayed, CKC or AKC
registered Irish Wolfhounds are eligible. Each entry must make up a three-generation
pedigree. e.g.: IW#1 — a sire or dam of IW #2, IW #2 — a sire or dam of IW #3, son or
daughter of IW #1 IW #3 — a son or daughter of #2, grandson/daughter of #1

PARADE OF VETERANS - For any dogs over the age of 7 years old. Spayed or
neutered dogs may be entered. (PLEASE INCLUDE A SHORT RESUME OF YOUR
HOUND TO BE READ AS THEY PARADE AROND THE RING)

SEXUALLY ALTERED DOG CLASSES (Specialty Shows only)

These classes are judged by the Conformation Judge at the completion of the of the Best
in Specialty and before the Unofficial Classes. There is only one class for each sex.
These classes are open to sexually altered Irish Wolfhounds over the age of 6 months.
All rules and regulations of the CKC Dog Show Rules shall apply to this class. All
disqualifications shall apply (except for those which disallow sexually altered dogs from
regular conformation competition). Judges shall judge this class as though judging
regular conformation classes. Withholding awards for lack of merit is encouraged. Points
may not be carried from the regular competition judging to the Altered Class judging

DogShow.ca
will take all on line entries. Mailed or delivered entries please note No entry will be accepted unless all
particulars called for on the Entry Form are completed in full and legible including fees . Incomplete Entries
will be returned. Cheques are to be made out to IWCC BC Branch.

Handlers and Agents please note name & addresses of all owners must be filled in.

The "Show-Giving Club" reserves the right to remove any person from the Show. The Show Superintendent
shall have full control of the event which will be governed by Canadian Kennel Club Rules. The Authorities of
this show may decline to accept entries and may refuse to receive or may remove any dog from the Show
because of disease or viciousness.

No entry fees will be refunded if the Show cannot open or be completed by reason of riots, civil
disturbances, fire, an Act of God, public emergency, act of a public enemy, strikes or any other cause beyond
the control of the Club.

The "Show-Giving Club" will use due care and diligence for the welfare of dogs and exhibitors, but will not
be responsible for, or assume any liability in the event of accident, loss or other misfortune to either dogs,
exhibitors or patrons.

The welfare of an exhibitor’s child is assumed to be the responsibility of the exhibitor. It is distinctly
understood that exhibitors will exercise control and restraint over their children during these shows.

The owner of a dog entered in the Show is entirely responsible for any error in entering the dog, regardless
of how or by whom the entry was made. Please double check your entries.

Exhibitors are solely responsible for the conduct or actions of their animals while they are on the show
grounds. All dogs must be kept on leash.

Exhibitors are responsible for cleaning up after their dogs.

Dogs are to be exercised in DESIGNATED AREAS only.

Any dog excused by the Show Superintendent or the Veterinarian for any reason shall not, after being
excused, compete in any class for any award for the balance of the Show.

Any person, either within or outside the judging ring, who does anything calculated to attract or distract or
otherwise affect in any way the attention, or deportment, or performance of a dog under judgment, may be
disciplined by the Discipline Committee in whatever way it considers in the best interests of the Club, or the
Judge may take summary action.

Dogs need only arrive 15 minutes before scheduled judging of their breeds and may be excused when not
required for further judging. Exhibitors are reminded that they must have their dogs at ringside when
needed for judging. If a dog is not at ringside after being called 3 times it will be marked absent. No ring will
be held up waiting for exhibitors or handlers.

This is a non-smoking show.

CKC Dog Show rules state that: a Judge officiating at a show held under these rules shall
not be subjected to indignities of any kind during the progress of the show. It shall be the duty
and obligation of the Club holding the show to see that this rule is effectively carried out.

NOTE: It is the responsibility of the exhibitors to be familiar with the Canadian Kennel Club

Junior Showmanship—Conformation 2016 BC Branch

Judge: Melanie Mercer,
Without Fee - only dogs entered in this show or “for Exhibition Only” are eligible to be
entered in the Junior Handling

The junior handling competition for conformation is offered just prior to or after, the lunch break. Entries will be
accepted at the Show Secretary desk prior to 11am. on the day. Junior handling is open to all persons from four years
up to but not including eighteen years of age. All dogs must also be entered in an Official Class or Exhibition only at this
Specialty Show and Trial. The dogs need not be owned by the junior handler.

Effective January 1, 2016, in accordance with Section 3.4.1 of the Junior Handling Rules & Regulations, Junior Handlers
will be required to apply to CKC Head Office for a Junior Handling Number.

Section 3.4.1 “Junior Handler with the exception of PeeWees, must apply to CKC Head Office on the appropriate form
for a Junior Handling Number within 30 days of competing in their first Junior Handling event. This Junior Handling
Number will be used by the Junior Handler for the duration of their Junior Handling career. If a Junior Handling number
is not obtained, JuniorHandling points earned will not be tracked.”

Conformation Class Structure

4.1 Conformation Class Structure 4.1.1 Classes in Junior Conformation Handling competition
shall be divided by age as follows:

(a) Pee Wee Class This class is for handlers 4 years of age on the date of the competition up
to the date of their 7th birthday. This class is optional and non-competitive. No placements
are to be awarded; only participant ribbons, rosettes and token trophies may be presented

(b) Junior Novice Class This class is for handlers 7 years of age on the date of the
competition up to the date their 11th birthday who have not won 6 first places in the same
class with competition

(c) Junior Open Class This class is for handlers 7 years of age on the date of the competition
up to the date of their 11th birthday who have won 6 first places with competition.

(d) Intermediate Novice Class This class is for handlers 11 years of age on the date of the
competition up to the date of their 15th birthday who have not won 6 first places in the
same class with competition

(e) Intermediate Open Class This class is for handlers 11 years of age on the date of the
competition up to the date of their 15th birthday who have won 6 first places with
competition and for any handler who has progressed throu%h the Junior Open level and
feels that he has enough experience to compete at this level.

(f) Senior Novice Class This class is for handlers 15 years of age on the competition up to the
date of their 18th birthday who have not won 6 first places with competition in this class.
Handlers from the Intermediate levels progress to this class.

EF) Senior Open Class This class is for handlers 15 years of age on the competition up to the
ate of their 18th birthday who have won 6 first places with competition in the Senior
Novice Class, and for any handler who has progressed through the Intermediate Open level
and feels that he has enough experience to compete at this level.

Method of moving between classes (a) Once handler achieves 6 first place wins with competition, he
must move to the Open Class within his age group. (b) Points are to be carried forward from one level
to the next. (c) Based on experience and aﬁe, for the Intermediate and Senior classes only, a Junior
Handler may choose to start competing in the Open Class instead of the Novice class. (d) It is the Junior
Handler’s and/or Guardian’s responsibility to ensure that the Junior Handler is entered in the correct
class for his age group.

Information for U.S. Visitors —Passports

BORDER CROSSING by Vehicle. With ever increasing Security Measures at our
National Border Crossings everyone in the vehicle is advised to carry at least two
‘proof of identity’ papers with picture ID. When entering into Canada, all persons
must present proper photo identification and a valid passport to Canada Customs
and Immigration at a border crossing or airport terminal.

NOTE: New Regulations on Rabies Important Update to CDC Dog Importation
Policy for Dogs Entering U.S. from Canada The U.S. Centres for Disease Control
and Prevention (CDC) has informed CKC that they have updated their policy for dog
owners and importers seeking to bring a dog into the United States. The new policy
focuses on high-risk countries for dog rabies and aims to reduce the burden on dog
owners and importers of dogs from countries not considered high risk. ~ Under
these changes

The most significant change to dogs entering the U.S. from Canada is that Canada
will now be considered canine rabies virus variant free when importing a dog into
the U.S. Dogs coming from low-risk or rabies-free countries are not required to be
fully immunized or have a rabies vaccination certificate to enter the United States.
This means is that a rabies vaccination certificate will no longer be required and
CDC are no longer issuing unimmunized dog permits for dogs from Canada.

However, when travelers enter the United States with their dogs, they must
provide written or oral statements that their dogs lived in a low-risk or rabies-free
country for at least 6 months (or since birth) prior to arrival. Also note that, even if
your dog is coming from a rabies-free country, dogs may still be denied entry if
they appear sick, or are known to have a communicable disease.

Please consider the possible increased wait times for border crossings both N. & S.
Bound.

Exchange rates: This is a good time to travel to Canada. US visitors will find that
their dollar will go further.

Reminder: that using the Peace Arch park is a privilege for our club.
Please live up to our reputation from previous years, and leave the site
in the same wonderful condition that we find it. Thank You
