Any entry post-marked after August 18, 2014 will be considered  

a 'Day of Trial' entry at the higher entry fee. 
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Entry Information 
 

Eligibility: 

ASCA agility trials are open to ALL breeds, including mixed breeds.  Your dog does NOT 

have to be registered with ASCA to enter ASCA agility trials.  However, to earn titles, you 

must have a tracking number or an ASCA Australian Shepherd registration.  A Tracking 

Number application is included in this premium. 
 

Pre-Entry and Day of Trial (DOT) Entries:   

Pre-Entries are accepted until August 18, 2014 (postmark date).  Any entry postmarked 

after August 18, 2014 will be considered a Day of Trial (DOT) entry and must pay the 

higher class entry fee.  If available, we will accept DOT entries after August 18 until 8 am 

on each trial day, to a maximum of 350 runs per day. 
 

Height Cards & Measurements: 

Dogs entering the jump height classes 20” or less (wither height less than or equal to 

20”) must be measured.  Dogs entering 20+” or 24” Standard jump heights are exempt 

and also 16+” Vets/Juniors are exempt. 
 

Levels: 

Exhibitors may, at their discretion, enter at a level higher than they have titled.  If they 

are registered to receive titles, higher level scores will be applied to unearned lower 

level titles.   

Note: Once you have Q'd at a higher level, you may NOT compete at a lower level. 
 

Move-Ups: 

Move-ups are accepted.  Move-ups for Saturday must be received by September 2, 

2014.  Move-ups for Sunday must be received by the end of the trial on Saturday. 
 

Equipment: 

Equipment will consist of non-slatted A-frame, Dogwalk and Teeter (all with rubber 

surface); Single jumps, (winged and wingless), Double Jump, Tunnels, Weave Poles (6 

and/or 12 poles depending on Level) with 24” spacing, and Displaceable Tire Jump. 
 

Prizes and Awards: 

Qualifying and 1
st

 through 4
th

 place ribbons will be awarded in each class.  Placements 

will be combined for 20+” and 24” dogs in all divisions. 
 

HIT Rosettes Requirements: 

Dogs must be entered in all runs both days to be eligible for HIT awards.  HIT 

calculations are based on scores from Regular/Jumpers/Gamblers.  HIT level determined 

as level the dog was entered in Regular class.  HIT Aussie and HIT Other Breed will be 

based on the total Q points for that dog, regardless of level(s).  Aussies must have an 

ASCA registration number to qualify for the Aussie HIT.  Points for HIT are calculated as 

follows: Elite Q – 7 pts, Open Q – 6 pts, Novice Q – 5 pts.  Each faulted Q run in Regular 

shall be given one-half the value of the equivalent level HITQ points.  In the event of a 

tie, dog with the fastest combined YPS will be the winner. 
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NOTICE TO EXHIBITORS 

o This trial will be held according to ASCA Agility regulations.  Exhibitors, 

through submission of their entry, acknowledge that they are knowledgeable 

of ASCA rules and regulations and agree to abide by all rules in effect at the 

time of this trial.  The ASCA Agility Rulebook is available for viewing or 

download at:  www.asca.org 

o ASCA, TBASCO, and/or Tucker Creek Farm will not be responsible for the loss 

or damage to any dog exhibited, or for the possessions of any exhibitor. 

o All dogs must be on leash or crated at all times except when using the warm-

up area or in the agility ring. 

o Any ASCA members currently not in good standing with ASCA will not be 

allowed entry into the trial.  No entry shall be accepted for a dog or handler 

disqualified from all ASCA programs. 

o Any exhibitor whose dogs and/or children create unnecessary disturbances or 

repeatedly engage in unsafe or disruptive behaviour may, at the discretion of 

the Show Committee, be asked to leave the show site.  In such a case, no 

refund of fees will be paid. 

o No refunds will be granted after the closing date.  Refunds, less a $25 

administration fee, will be granted for bitches in season and injured dogs, if 

the request is accompanied by a veterinarian's letter and provided to the Trial 

Secretary no later than the start of the trial on Saturday. 

o FEO (For Exhibition Only) – We will accept FEO entries.  Dogs entering FEO 

must be a minimum of 15 months of age.  FEO entries may jump at a lower 

jump height but are not eligible for any prizes or awards.  Any dog under 18 

months must jump at a lower height.  This is a non-qualifying division. 

o Dogs showing threatening behaviour will be subject to either disqualification 

or excusal, per the ASCA Dog Aggression Rules.  All TBASCO investigations and 

appropriate forms will be forwarded on to the ASCA business office.  Dogs 

excused or disqualified under said policy will be excused from the remainder 

of the event and asked to leave, without refund of entry fees.
