The Rally Ring will be 40’x50’.

There will be no refunds for withdrawn entries after the
closing date except in the case of a female in season. When a
female comes into season after entries have closed, she may
be withdrawn from the trial and refunded provided the Trial
Secretary receives, on or before the date of the trial, a
veterinarian’s certificate declaring that the female was in
season within the 10-day period preceding the trial.

The Trial
Chair shall promptly report to the CKC any infringement of
this regulation, and the CKC shall have the authority to take
such action as it deems fit on receipt of a report indicating
that this has occurred.
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Flat ribbons will be awarded for all Qualifying Scores, and
rosettes will be awarded for all Highs in Class and Highs in
Trial. Prizes for High in Class & High in Trial graciously
donated by our trial sponsor, The Wag Club.
