The CKC Hound Certification Form must be completed and submitted with the entry at the hound's first trial. Hounds with the following titles are exempt: ASFA FCh or VFCh , AKC FC or SC, but are still required to submit the Hound Certification Form with their name and exempt titles circled.

ATTENTION ALL FOREIGN EXHIBITORS

This ERN does not register a dog for breeding purposes as defined in the Animal Pedigree Act, but rather enables a foreign-owned dog to be awarded titles by the Canadian Kennel Club.  Each dog must have its own number. To obtain an ERN, mail or fax a photocopy of the dog’s foreign registration certificate with cheque or VISA/MasterCard number (expiry date, cardholder’s name and signature).
