A listing
fee of $8.48 must be submitted for any dog without an individual registration number. Scratches
will be refunded for a bitch in season totally. All other scratches will be refunded at the field trial
committee’ s discretion.

RULE 23.7 of the Rules and Regulationsfor Retriever Trids states:

“It shall be the duty and obligation of the trial-giving club to see that a Judge, Club official,
Volunteer, or any participant at an event held under these rulesis not to be subject to indignities
of any kind. The Retriever Field Trial Committee Chair shall promptly report to the CKC any
infringement of this regulation, and the Discipline Committee shall have the authority to take
such action asit deemsfit on receipt of areport indicating that this has occurred.

CKC rosettes will also be
awarded to dogs earning a Certificate of Merit. Awards will be presented at the conclusion of
each stake at headquarters.

A tailgate will be held at headquarters on Saturday August 20th, approximately 6:00 p.m. Priceto
be announced (nominal).

GAME
Dead ducks and or pheasants will be used in all stakes.

RUNNING ORDER
The starting dog in the first series will be determined by using the last two digits at closing of the

Toronto Stock Exchange (TSE) S&P/TSX composite index on the Wednesday, immediately
preceding the trial.

(a) The starting dog will be the dog assigned the number in the draw that corresponds to the last
two digits (including digits, if any to the right of the decimal point) of the closing

S& PITSX compositeindex (the TSX number) on the Thursday immediately preceding thetrial.

(c) If the TSX number is 00, the dog given number 1 in the draw shall be the starting dog for the
first series.

(d) If the TSX number is greater than the number of dogs entered in the stake, the number of dogs
entered in the stake will be subtracted from the TSX number and the resulting number (the
Second TSX number) will determine the starting dog for the first series. The starting dog will be
the dog assigned that Second TSX number in the draw.

(e) If the Second TSX number is still greater than the number of dogs entered in the stake
the number of dogs entered in the stake will be subtracted from the Second TSX number.
This subtraction process will be repeated as many times as is necessary until the number
resulting from this subtraction corresponds with a number given in the draw to an entered
dog. That dog will start the first series.
