beyond the control of the organizing committee.

e Dog must be registered and have a valid registration number before entries will be accepted.

e No collars, leads, food, toys, clickers, or other aids or devices shall be permitted on the course
or within ten feet of the ring entrance at any time. All dogs should be on leash when not
competing.

e The sponsoring clubs will not be responsible for the loss or damage to any dog exhibited, or for
the possessions of any exhibitor whether the result be accident or other cause. It is distinctly
understood that every dog at this event is in the care and control of his owner or handler during
the entire time the dog is on the show premises.
