e Ducks will be used for all tests.

e All qualifying dogs will be awarded a rosette or ribbon.

e Separate entry forms must be completed for each dog and each test entered, conformation of receipt of your entry
will be returned by email

e All handlers in the hunt test must wear dark or camouflage clothing. No white or light clothing is allowed in the
working certificate test except in WCX for the blind.

e All dogs must be kept under control at all times.

e Bitches in season may NOT be entered in the WC tests or the Hunt tests. Refunds will be given upon receipt of a
veterinarian certificate PRIOR to the test.

e Lunch will be available both days BBQ burgers and sausage, salads and desserts and beverage for $6.00 per
person

Electronic collars (either dummy or live) as well as prong/pinch type collars shall not be worn by a dog on the grounds of a
Hunt Test at any time during the event with the exception of those collars designed to curtail barking which may be worn
by a dog while kenneled.
