Along with the large Wet Noses Sign visible in
the driveway from highway 24, there is a 25-foot Canadian Flag as well as a Wet Noses flag just before the canal bridge.

Camping
Camping is in a separate field from the conformation area and will be open from 3:00 pm onwards on Friday, July 16%.
When you arrive at Wet Noses, the camping area is on your right hand side in a field north of the conformation rings —
please drive slowly as our Obedience / Rally trials will be in progress and Obedience / Rally campers may still be in the
camping area. Please wait at the gate to the camping area and one of the club members or volunteers will check you in.

Benching

Benching for the conformation specialties must be at either your pre-paid, reserved camping area or at your vehicle in
the day parking area. Please maintain appropriate social distancing between benching areas.

COVID-19 Requirements

General Required Practices

1. RMWHCA members, judges and exhibitors are required to follow Federal, Provincial, Local and facility guidelines as presented
below. Any changes in guidelines between the posting of this Premium List and the starting of each show will also be followed.
2. Social distancing must be practiced. Maintain a distance of 6 feet / 2 Metres or more unless individuals are part of a family or
cohort unit.

3. Masks are required during the exam portion only of showing the dog and on the show grounds when social distancing is not
possible. Masks are not required any other time in the conformation rings as long as social distancing is maintained.

4. Do not enter the conformation show area more than 1 hour before your estimated breed start time. No crates or ringside tables
are allowed around the conformation rings.

5. There will be plenty of hand sanitizer around the facility for personal use and sanitizer will be provided in the porta-potty

6. Bring your own pen/pencil. No common use pencils, pens or markers will be available.

7. As you park at Wet Noses, leave sufficient space between vehicles to allow for effective social distancing.

Information applicable to all participants

1. The show grounds is limited to 200 people at a given time. Please maintain social distancing and wear a mask in situations where
social distancing is not possible.

2. Take your win ribbon only if you plan on keeping it. Do not give ribbons back to the RMWHCA.

3. The show secretary’s designated space will be considered sacred ground. Barriers will be set up using a 9 Feet / 3 Metre perimeter
to protect the show secretary. Anyone who violates the space of the show secretary will be asked to leave the show grounds and
may not return for the duration of the show. No refunds for entries will be provided in this instance.

Show Practices

1. Each exhibitor will complete a waiver of liability for RMWHCA and Wet Noses Inc as part of their entry (either online entry or
mailed entry). No one will be allowed to participate who has not completed the required waiver. If you enter online, please print
and bring a copy of your signed waiver. If you enter via a mailed entry, please ensure your paper entry includes a copy of your signed
wavier.

2. Anyone exhibiting COVID symptoms will be asked to leave the show grounds and will not be allowed to return.

3. Masks are required during the exam portion only of showing the dog and on the show grounds when social distancing is not
possible. Masks are not required any other time in the conformation rings as long as social distancing is maintained.

4. Equipment will be sanitized at the end of each day.

5. Wristbands will be issued to all exhibitors and guests provided the guests names are included on the signed waiver.

Important Rules
There will be no off-leash activity allowed on the premises except in designated areas after show hours. Dogs must be under
control. Picking up after your dog and yourself is totally your responsibility - there is zero tolerance for waste left behind. If you are

leaving any dog on the grounds for any reason, please leave your contact information highly visible at your camping area.

The Rocky Mountain Working Herding Club of Alberta and Wet Noses Inc. will not be responsible for the loss or injury to any dog,
person, or vehicle/belongings whether the result of an accident or other cause during the show weekend.
