Exhibitor Information for luretrial:

e Stakeswill be split if the entry is 24 or more hounds at the time of Roll Call.

e Dogs not present at Roll Call will be scratched and entry fee not refunded

e Hounds will be run twice, in braces or trios (except single dog entries) unless dismissed, excused or
disqualified.

e Bitchesin season and lame hounds will be excused and their entry fee refunded, provided noticeis
given prior toor duringroll call.

e All handlers must use aslip lead when releasing their hounds.

e Muzzles and catch collars may be used at the handlers' discretion. Leg wrappings must be a neutral
color to comply with CKC rules.

e There will be a$10 fine for dogs found loose on coursing field after roll call and before the end of
thetrial.

e Coursing entries received after the closing date will be charged the “late/day of trial” feg;

o Any exhibitor not cleaning up after their dog will be assessed a fine of $10.00 — strictly enforced!

LureField Trial:

Open to any Afghan, Basenji, Borzoi, Greyhound, Ibizan Hound, Pharach Hound, Saluki, Scottish
Deerhound, Whippet, Irish Wolfhound , Italian Greyhound who is one year or older on the day of the
trial.

All entrants must be registered or eligible for registration with the CKC.

Altered and neutered dogs may compete.

Dogs presently disgualified or listed as ineligible to compete, under CKC rules are not eigible.
Hounds must pre-qualify before entering their first trial in Canada. If applicable, please provide proper
certification with your entry.

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Event Registration Numbers: All dogs that are foreign born and foreign owned and enter
Canada for the sole purpose of entering CKC events do not require a CKC registration number but
will require an Event Registration Number (ERN).
