JUNIOR PUPPY CLASS - This class shall be for any dog 6 months of age 
and under 9 months of age on the day of this Specialty 
 
SENIOR PUPPY CLASS - This class shall be for any dog 9 months of age 
and under 12 months of age on the day of this Specialty 
 
12 to 18 Months Class – This class shall be for dogs at  least 12 mos. of age 
on the day of this Specialty and under 18 mos. on the day of this Specialty 
 
CANADIAN BRED CLASS - This class shall be for any dog born in Canada.  
Champions of any country excluded. 
 
BRED BY EXHIBITOR CLASS - This class shall be for any dog owned and 
handled in the ring owner/breeder. The handler MUST be the owner/co-owner 
AND breeder/co-breeder of the dog. The owner/breeder must handle the  
dog at the class level, but need not handle the dog for further awards 
 
OPEN CLASS - This class shall be for all dogs 
 
VETERANS CLASS – This class shall be for dogs 7 years of age and over on 
the day of this Specialty 
 
SPECIALS ONLY CLASS - This class shall be for Champions of record at the 
time of closing of entries for this  Specialty. Note: A Listed dog MAY be moved 
to the Specials  Only Class after the closing of entries, provided the CKC 
Individual or Event Registration Number was received prior to the first day of 
the show.

Please note that effective January 1, 2016, in accordance with Section 3.4.1 of the 
Junior Handling Rules & Regulations, Junior Handlers will be required to apply to CKC 
Head Office for a Junior Handling Number. 
   
Chapter 3        
 GENERAL RULES & REGULATIONS 
Section 3.4      Entries 
   
Section 3.4.1    “Junior Handler with the exception of PeeWees, must apply to CKC 
Head Office on the appropriate form for a Junior Handling Number within 30 days of 
competing in their first Junior Handling event.  This Junior Handling Number will be 
used by the Junior Handler for the duration of their Junior Handling career.  If a Junior 
Handling number is not obtained, Junior Handling points earned will not be tracked.” 
  
The Application For Junior Handler Number is posted on the CKC website under the 
Events tab, and then  Under Event Forms, Exhibitor, or Event Supplies, Junior Han-
dling.  The application can be mailed, faxed, or e-mailed to CKC Head Office and there 
is no fee.

4.1 Conformation Class Structure   Classes in Junior Conformation Handling 
competition shall be divided by age as follows:  

(a) Pee Wee Class This class is for handlers 4 years of age on the date of the competition up to          
the date of their 7th birthday. This class is optional and non-competitive. No placements are to be 
awarded; only participant ribbons, rosettes and token trophies may be presented.  

(b) Junior Novice Class This class is for handlers 7 years of age on the date of the competition 
up to the date their 11th birthday who have not won 6 first places in the same class with competi-
tion.  

(c) Junior Open Class This class is for handlers 7 years of age on the date of the competition up 
to the date of their 11th birthday who have won 6 first places with competition.  

(d) Intermediate Novice Class This class is for handlers 11 years of age on the date of the   
competition up to the date of their 15th birthday who have not won 6 first places in the same class 
with competition.  

(e) Intermediate Open Class This class is for handlers 11 years of age on the date of the      
competition up to the date of their 15th birthday who have won 6 first places with competition and 
for any handler who has progressed through the Junior Open level and feels that he has enough 
experience to compete at this level.  

(f) Senior Novice Class This class is for handlers 15 years of age on the competition up to the 
date of their 18th birthday who have not won 6 first places with competition in this class. Handlers 
from the Intermediate levels progress to this class.  

(g) Senior Open Class  This class is for handlers 15 years of age on the competition up to the 
date of their 18th birthday who have won 6 first places with competition in the  Senior Novice 
Class, and for any handler who has progressed through the intermediate Open level and feels 
that he has enough experience to compete at this level. 



ADDITIONAL RULES GOVERNING THESE SHOWS 
 
1. The Club reserves the right to remove any person from these shows, which will be held 

strictly under Canadian Kennel Club Rules.  

2. The Club reserves the right to decline to accept entries for just cause, in which case the fee 

will be refunded with the reason for non-acceptance. No one shall have any claim or re-

course against the Club holding the show or any official connected therewith for  refusal of 

an entry.  

3. The Show-giving Club will exercise due care and diligence for the welfare of the dogs and 

exhibitors, but will not be responsible for, or assume any liability in the event of an accident, 

or other misfortune, to either dogs, exhibitors or patrons. 

4. Exhibitors are solely responsible for the conduct of their animals while they are on the Show 

Grounds. Exhibitors are responsible for their equipment and possessions. 

5. Dogs must be ready for judging. The club will not be responsible for and not obligated to 

provide any service for notifying owners or agent of breed or class judging. NO RING WILL 

BE HELD UP WAITING FOR EXHIBITORS OR HANDLERS. 

6. For the benefit of the health of animals, the pleasure of exhibitors and spectators we insist 

upon keeping the show grounds as clean as possible. EXHIBITORS ARE RESPONSIBLE 

FOR CLEANING UP AFTER THEIR DOGS. Dogs are to be exercised in DESIGNATED 

AREAS ONLY. Failure to comply may result in future entries being refused. 

7. All trailers, motor homes, campers and recreational units will have buckets underneath their 

sink drains. Anyone found discharging gray or black water from their unit will immediately be 

removed from the grounds. 

8. There will be no other facilities in case of inclement weather. 

9. If, because of riot, civil disturbance or other acts beyond the control of the Club, it is impossi-

ble to open or complete the show, no refund of entry will be made.  

10. Entries will be acknowledged (with a judging schedule) as soon as possible after the closing 

date by email only. If it is not received within a reasonable time please contact the Show 

Secretary. 

11. Exhibitors must abide by errors made in entering their dogs, regardless of how or by whom 

the entries were made. Any exhibitor wishing to substitute or cancel an entry must do so in 

writing before the hour of closing.
