JUDGING ORDER: The order of testing in a class will
which entries are received.

BITCHES IN SEASON: are eligible for entry, but will be required to be 
kept separate from all other dogs and will run at the end of their class. 
Please inform the test secretary prior to the Test and inform all 
exhibitors at the judge’s briefing that you are bringing a bitch in heat. 
Owners of BIS should crate/confine their dogs away from traffic and 
other dogs, should post “dog in season” signs on their crate/in their 
area, and potty the dog away from other competitors. Bitches in 
season MUST wear pants. Entry fees for bitches that come into season 
will be refunded with veterinary certificate, if you wish to withdraw.  

FOOD: No lunch will be provided. A food truck is available on site near 
the conformation rings. There is a Tim Hortons within approximately a 
5 minute drive.

Do not write “Payable In 
Canadian Funds” or “At Par”.  To simplify the process, we urge you to 
use Paypal or buy bank drafts or money orders payable in Canadian 
funds.
