These tests are open to mixed breeds and unrecognized breeds as per section 2.2.4.

Entry Draw:  All entries received prior to the closing date will be acknowledged by 
mail/email that the entry was received.  A random draw of all non-duplicate entries will 
be conducted on Thursday May 14th at 7:15pm, at the Bill McGuire Centre, Rothesay, 
NB, or via virtual meeting at that same time, open to any interested parties, if KOC is not 
holding classes at that time.   After all the tracks have been filled the draw will continue 
to create a list of alternates.  Acceptance letters will be sent out within 24 hours of the 
draw.   Entries will be refunded within ten days of the tracking test to those on the 
alternate list who did not participate in the test. 
 
NON-MEMBER PARTICIPATION FEE 
Effective January 1, 2011, the Canadian Kennel Club has implemented a non-member 
participation fee which will be charged to a resident of Canada who is not a member of 
the Canadian Kennel Club.  The non-member participation fee is paid in any year a title 
is earned and covers all titles and dogs owned by that individual.  In order for the title to 
be awarded, the non-member will have a choice to either become a CKC member or pay 
the non-member participation fee.  Failure to comply within 30 days of notification will 
result in all awards, legs, points, titles being cancelled.  The fee applies only to dogs 
wholly owned by the non-member residents of Canada and is not applicable to CKC 
members.

Turn left at 
the next stop sign,  then straight at the flashing red light. The farm will be on your right.  
 
Track draw site :  107 Roachville Road.  The white with black barn has “Sussex View
