When a bitch comes into season after entry of the bitch has been submitted to the
test secretary, a veterinarian’'s certificate, certifying that the bitch was in season
within the 10 day period preceding the test must reach the secretary on or before the
date of the test. The test-giving club must refund the entry fee, service charge and
listing fee.

ATTENTION FOREIGN EXHIBITORS: Please note that fees are due and
payable in Canadian dollars. If you pay by personal American cheque, it must be
made out for the full amount of the entry and no exchange will be refunded to the
exhibitor.

Border Crossing: A valid rabies certificate is required to bring a dog into Canada
and it must be dated at least 30 days prior to entry into Canada.

Foreign Born/Foreign Owned Dog: For the purpose of entering CKC events to
obtain CKC titles, individual registration is not required for foreign born, foreign
owned dogs. Foreign exhibitors may apply for an Event Registration Number

TEST PRECINCT: The precinct of this test will be the parking lot area of the
property of 3507 176", Surrey, British Columbia and adjacent test area. Dogs
waiting to be tested shall be kept at least 30.5 m (100ft) from the perimeter of the test
area in a designated holding area. .

TEST SITE: Bring water, shade and shelter for you and your dogs. These tests will
be run rain or shine. All dogs must be under control, on a leash except during the
test. Flexileads will not be allowed within the test precinct. Remember that this
is private property and we are here at the pleasure of our hosts. Clean up after
yourself and your dog.

c. All Premium Lists will carry a note stating the fees apply only to dogs
wholly owned by non-members and is not applicable to CKC members.

Information:

e A non member resident in Canada is subject to the fee. Dogs co-owned
with a CKC member are exempt.

e There are 2 options for non-members:

a) Join the CKC
b) Pay the Non-Member Participation Fee

e Dogs co-owned by two or more individuals; the first person listed in the
CKC dog records will be considered the caregiver of the dog and all
communication will be sent to this person.

e The fee is a yearly charge based on the calendar year January 01 to
December 31 in which the awards, legs, points, titles, etc. were
achieved. It is not based on the number of dogs, titles, or awards earned
and is assessed against the owner(s).

¢ Non-members will receive a letter from CKC Head Office informing them
that they have 30 days to join the Club or pay the Non-Member
Participation Fee.

¢ Payment of the Non-Member Participation Fee or becoming a CKC
member will protect all awards, points, titles and legs in the calendar
year in which they were earned.

e Failure to pay the fee within 30 days of the notice will result in all
awards, legs, points, titles being cancelled. Once cancelled the awards,
legs, points or titles will be given to the next applicable dog.

Once cancellation takes place, any subsequent awards, titles, legs etc.
earned will automatically be cancelled without further notice.

The Non-Member Patrticipation Fee is applicable starting at the first
event in which the dog earns awards, points, titles, legs and is not
prorated.
