The Veterans Class shall be for all dogs 7 years of age or older. This class will be scored
under the provisions of Chapter 3 of the AAC Rules and regulations..

Starters Agility Class
The Starters Class shall be for dogs not having earned the Agility Dog of Canada title. This
class will be scored under the provisions of Chapter 3 of the AAC Rules and regulations.
Dogs completing the course with (3) clear rounds as defined under the Rules &
Regulations shall be awarded the Agility Dog of Canada title by the Agility Association of
Canada.

Starters Games Agility Class
This class shall be open to all dogs running in the, Starters Agility class. It shall be scored
pursuant to the provisions of Chapter 3 of the AAC Rules and Regulations, and shall be
scored as in the Starters Agility Class.

Advanced Agility Class
