Entry fees will not be refunded if the dog is absent, disqualified, excused or barred from
competition by the show committee, ASCA®, the show veterinarian or the judge.

Anyone having any dogs with or exposed to any communicable diseases within 30 days of
these shows is NOT allowed to attend per ASCA® Rules.

A dog that is using a chip or chemical implant to lower hormone levels is not eligible to be
shown in either Regular Altered or Intact classes (Sections 4.15.1 and 9.6 Show Rules)
