Temporary Competition Number (TCN) - * Effective March 2, 2020

A Temporary Competition Number (TCN) must be obtained before submitting an entry for an event. The
same TCN must be used for all event entries for a dog until the dog is permanently registered. Once a
dog is permanently registered or has an ERN, the TCN will be replaced with the registration number or
ERN. A TCN cannot be used for Listed Breeds (MCN) or dogs that will require a Performance Event
Number (PEN) or Canine Companion Number (CCN).

There is no fee to obtain a TCN however exhibitors will still be required to pay TCN Fees (formerly called
Listing Fees) when entering events using a TCN.

TCN Numbers may be obtained online via the CKC website where the number is issued instantly.
Exhibitors may also mail in a printed application or contact CKC Shows and Trials by phone for a number.

Event Registration Number (ERN#): Effective January 1, 1992

All dogs that are foreign-born and foreign-owned and enter Canada for the sole purpose of entering CKC
events will no longer require a CKC Registration number but will require an Event Registration Number
(ERN#) The ERN# MUST be applied for within 30 days of the first day of entering a CKC EVENT. For fees
and information, please contact the CKC 200 Ronson Drive, Suite 400, Etobicoke, ON, MO9W 5Z9.

COURSE & GAME:

¢ Chukar will be used in all categories. If DNR will not allow the import of Chukar, Quail will be used in all
categories.

¢ Ducks/chukar/and/or pigeons will be used in the FDX, FDXCh water retrieve

« Gunning will be done by “official” gunners only

e FDJ, FD, FDA, FDX, FDXCh course will be single course with bird field

¢ FDJ and FD dogs will be run individually, FDA, FDX, FDXCh dogs will be run in braces

e Handlers must carry a starter pistol. For safety reasons, we require ALL entrants & ALL gallery
members to wear blaze orange outer garments (vest or jacket) and blaze orange headgear.

It is mandatory that Judges, Handlers of the working dogs
and Marshals wear a blaze orange outer garment (vest or
jacket) and blaze orange headgear in any tests where shotguns
are used. The requirements will also apply to any gallery
members on the course. (11.5.1)




OTHER RULES:
No training of dogs on the grounds during the tests

Bitches in Season: Bitches in season will be allowed to run only on Sunday 19th. We request that

handlers please keep them away from all other dogs so that they do not become a hindrance to other
dogs entered in the tests.

AWARDS: Standard CKC Blue Ribbon to all dogs with a qualifying score.
HQS Certificate in each category

A current record of vaccination may be required
