Committee shall have the authority to take such action as it deems fit on receipt of a report indicating that this has
occurred. A copy of this regulation shall be prominently placed in the premium & catalogue.

Standard CKC rosettes to the first four placings in each stake. Certificates of Merit at Judges' discretion.
Ducks and/or Pheasants will be used in all stakes.
