The 1st place male and
female from the bred-by class shall compete for this award.

A Rosette & Trophy will be presented to the Best Veteran in Specialty. The Best Veteran Male & Female
shall compete for this award.

wxexxcc AL TERED CLASSES

Altered Classes All dogs over 6 months of age which have been sexually altered by veterinary
procedure. Classes divided by sex. Dogs entered in these classes may earn an Altered Championship.
The point system to achieve an Altered Championship is the same as it is for a regular Championship.
Judging of altered classes to be held immediately after Best of Breed in the regular classes.

B ABY PUPPY CLASS

The Baby Puppy Class is for dogs 3 months and under 6 months on the day of the show. Dogs entered in
the Baby Puppy Class do not compete for points.

BRACE

The Brace must be handled by one person with one lead. Dogs must be entered in a regular class or
exhibition only. Dogs may be neutered/spayed. OWNERSHIP of both dogs does NOT have to be identical.

STUD DOG & BROOD BITCH

This class shall be comprised of the Stud Dog/Brood Bitch and 2 or more of their get. The Stud Dog/Brood
bitch may be spayed/neutered and must be entered in a regular class or exhibition only. The get must be
entered in aregular class. OWNERSHIP does NOT have to be identical.
