No person may approach a judge either
directly or otherwise, orally, in writing or electronically, to
favour his entry. Disciplinary action will be taken against any
person who violates this rule, or against a judge who fails to
report any contravention of this rule to the CKC within 14
days of the action.

There will be no refunds for withdrawn entries after the
closing date.

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All exhibitors are required to clean up after their dogs. Clean
up bags and garbage bins are available for this purpose
throughout the trial site. There continues to be those who do
not take responsibility for their dogs, jeopardizing the club’s
access to this venue. For this reason, exhibitors who permit a
dog to soil on the trial grounds without cleaning up will be
denied entry to NKC shows and trials for one full calendar
year.

There will be a BBQ on site on Saturday and Sunday for
purchase (cash only.) Lunches will consist of chicken
burgers, hamburgers, hotdogs, chips, bars, drinks, and other
goodies.

A water hose and a small wading pool will be available on
site. This trial will use manual timing. The Wall Jump and
Broad Jump will not be used. The ring will be 100°x100’ on
grass, using snow fencing and metal gates. Dogs must be
kept on a leash at all times when not in the ring. The use of
flexi leashes, choke collars, prong collars, and electronic
collars is strictly prohibited anywhere on the trial site,
including the parking lot.
