Dead bobwhite 
quail, chukars, pheasants, pigeons or ducks will be used in the FDX water retrieve. Gunning will 
be done by “official” gunners only. 

The FDX/CH, FDX, FDA, FD and FDJ course will be a single course with a birdfield. FD and FDJ 
dogs will be run individually. FDX/CH, FDX and FDA dogs will be run in braces or individually 
where applicable with a by-dog for backing. All handlers must carry a starter pistol .
