STAKES OFFERED 
 
OPEN STAKE: All hounds including Field Champions 
VETERANS STAKE:.  Hounds designated as veterans on entry form and entered in OPEN 
will be eligible for an additional prize 
SINGLES STAKE:  Open to all sight hounds over the age of 1 year not entered in the trial.  
Will run individually, twice, after the official runs.   Runs will be judged but no points 
will be awarded.  Ties will be decided by a coin toss.  Limited to 10 hounds. 
PUPPY FUN RUN Saturday:  For puppies whose age on the day of the trial is six months, 
but less than 18 months and who are not entered in the trial.  Puppies will run once 
individually on a shortened course and be scored.  Placements of first through NBQ 
may be awarded but will not count for points.  This stake may be divided by age. 
OLD TIMERS FUN RUN Sunday:  For any hound seven years of age or older the day of the 
trial and not entered in the trial.  Old Timers will be run once individually on a 
shortened course and will be scored.  Handicap of 2 pts will be added for each year 
over seven. (8 years = judges score + 2 pts) 
KENNEL STAKE ON Sunday:  For any 2 hounds entered in open stake owned by and 
living with the same owner.  Total scores to determine the winner.   
Must be designated before roll call. 
BREEDER STAKE ON Sunday:  For any 2 hounds entered in open stake bred by the 
same person.  Total scores to determine the winner.     
Must be designated before roll call. 
Best in Field:  A BIF run for the BOB and Single stake winner of both days will be 
held on Sunday. 
 

ADDITIONAL INFORMATION 
“It shall be the duty and obligation of the trial-giving club to see that a judge, club 
official, volunteer or any participant at an event held under these rules is not subject 
to indignities of any kind.  The Field Trial Committee Chair shall promptly report to 
CKC any infringement of this regulation, and the Discipline Committee shall have the 
authority to take such action as it deems fit on receipt of a report indicating that this 
has occurred.” 
- Unless coursing all hounds must be kept on leash at all times. 
- Please pick up after your hound.  Bags will be available.  We would like to be able 
to use the field for future events. 
- Stakes will be split if the entry of a breed reaches 24 or more at Roll Call. 
- Bitches in season or lame hounds will have their entries refunded provided notice is 
given at, or before Roll Call. 
- Hounds not present at Roll Call will be scratched and their entry fee will not be 
refunded. 
- A $5.00 fee will be levied for any hound loose on the field. 
- A valid rabies certificate is required to bring a dog into Canada. 
- U.S. cheques cannot be discounted.  To take advantage of the exchange please pay 
with a Canadian money order. 
- Entry forms not the same size and format as the official entry will be rejected.  Please 
use the forms provided. 
- A portable toilet will be provided but there will be no water available on site. 
- Please bring your own shade/rain cover, as none will be provided. 
- Please park in designated areas only to minimize damage to the field. 
- Certification Runs by prior arrangement at the end of the day Saturday, time 
permitting $10.00.

  Failure to comply within 30 days of notification will result in 
the title being withheld and the dog cannot be moved up to the 
next level. 

 • All Premium Lists will carry a note stating the fee applies only 
to dogs wholly owned by non-member residents of Canada and 
is not applicable to CKC members.
