Exhibitors, through submission of entry, acknowledge that they are knowledgeable of NADAC rules and regulations, and agree
to abide by all rules in effect at the time of this trial. No entry fee will be refunded if the trial cannot open or be completed by

IMPORTANT. Please check your dog's NADAC registration number on your trial confirmation as soon as you receive it; also,
please check the copy of the results posted at the trial. You should report any errors to the Trial Secretary immediately.

NADAC records trial results as they are submitted by the host clubs/groups. The individual trial results submitted by the club
are uploaded to the www.NADACForum.com within two weeks after the NADAC office receives them from the club. Please
accept the responsibility to review those results, and check that your registration number and qualifying points, as reported by
the club, are correct. You can join the Forum by going to www.NADACForum.com and submitting your request. If you find an
error in the reporting of your dog’s qualifying points or registration number, please contact the host club. The host club is
responsible for correcting any errors and informing NADAC.

Levels. Points earned at a higher level of a class, prior to the completion of the lower level title, will not be recorded by

NADAC for future use. If a dog earns points in a level of a class that they are not eligible to title in, those points will not be
added to the dog's records.

ENTRY RULES

Incomplete or improperly filled out entries will be returned. Entries will close on Oct. 20, 2014 at 5:00 p.m. or
when entry limits are reached. We will not accept entries requiring a signature or electronic entries. The
organizing committee may refuse any entry as provided through NADAC rules and regulations. Anyone not in
good standing with NADAC will not be allowed entry in the trial.

Checks not honored by the bank do not constitute a valid entry fee. There will be a $25 service charge for bank
returned checks. lllegible or incomplete entries will be returned by regular mail unless permission is given on the
entry form to call collect for additional information.

REFUNDS / DISCOUNTS

Discounts available only until closing date, all entries must have premium with signature and
payment received by closing date of Oct. 20, 2014. Entries after Oct. 20 are $11.00 / run.
There shall be no refunds for entries withdrawn after the closing date or in the event a dog and/or handler are
dismissed from competition, regardless of the reason for such dismissal. Refunds (less a $10 fee for our out of
pocket costs) will be given for bitches that come in heat or injured dogs with a veterinarian’s statement.

As of January-2014: Dogs must enter the Veterans Division in all jumping classes after their 9th
birthday. After their 12th birthday, dogs must enter the Skilled Category, Veterans Division for jumping classes
and Skilled Category for non-jumping classes.

AGILITY OBSTACLES

Obstacles shall be chosen from those described in the current edition of the Official Rules & Regulations of
NADAC. The following is a list of available obstacles. All contact obstacles have a rubber surface. Dog
Walk, Open Tunnel, Weave Poles, A-Frame, and Hoops, Non-winged jumps.

AWARDS

Ribbons for 13 through 4™ place will be awarded in all jump heights of all Divisions. Qualifying ribbons will be
awarded for qualifying runs. Chances class is pass/fail and there are no placement ribbons. However, should an
exhibitor earn a pass (qualifying round) a qualifying ribbon can be awarded.

Special prizes will be awarded based on cumulative totals of 4 Regular, 2 Jumpers, 2 Touch N Go & 1 Tunnelers
for those registered for a full weekend. There will be prizes for the Top Novice, Top Open and Top Elite
dog/handler teams.

Please note that dogs that have previously competed at a higher level than the one entered at this HDDAC trial
will not be eligible for a Top Dog Prize.

ADDITIONAL NOTICE:

The management will not be responsible for the loss or damage to any dog exhibited, or for the possessions of
any exhibitor whether the result was by accident or any other cause. It is distinctly understood that every dog at
this event is in the care and custody and control of his owner or handler during the entire time the dog is on the
show premises. Any exhibitor whose dogs and/or children create unnecessary disturbances or repeatedly
engage in unsafe or disruptive behavior may, at the discretion of the Trial Committee, be asked to leave the show
site. In such case, no refund of fees paid will be made.

EXHIBITOR INFORMATION

v No Concession available but will have complementary coffee, muffins & yogurt available.

v" This event will be held indoors on a dirt/sand mix. Bring your own chairs, pens or crates, and water.
Benching space will be limited.

v" Only dogs entering Small and Medium dog classes are required to be measured at the trial prior to
competing unless they have a NADAC permanent height card, or they are entered in Skilled.
Please bring height cards with you. Dogs will be measured on Saturday and Sunday from 7:30 a.m.
to 8:00 a.m.

v" All dogs must be ON LEAD while not competing or warming up.



v" No leads, collars, food, toys, or other aids or training devices shall be allowed on the course at any
time.

No food, toys, or training devices are allowed within 10 feet of the ring.

Competitors are responsible for being at ringside and ready when it is their turn to run.

Cleaning up after your dog is a must! Those not cleaning up will be excused from classes for the
rest of the day or for the remainder of the weekend, at the discretion of the Trial Committee.

NON-JUMPING CLASSES - VETERAN OR DISABLED HANDLER

Handlers who are 60 years or older, or who have a disability that restricts mobility, may choose to enter the non-
jumping classes as a Veteran Handler and receive 10% more standard course time. This option is for
Veteran/Disabled handlers in the non-jumping classes only.

The Veteran/Disabled Handler division is designed for handlers who, due to age or impairment, are mobility limited
and need extra time to guide their canine partners through an agility course. When entering as a Veteran/Disabled
Handler, you must enter all dogs in all classes for the entire trial in this Division and must jump 4” lower than your
Proficient, Standard Division jump height requires. Inthe non-jumping classes, dogs will be scored and placed with
their Standard Division jump height.
