SECTION 1: A dog awarded WINNERS at a championship show held under these Dog Show Rules shall
be credited with a number of championship points (ranging from 0 to 5) and the determination of the number
of championship points to be credited to a dog awarded WINNERS shall be as provided hereunder.

SECTION 2: The schedule to be employed in the determination of the number of points to be allocated a
dog awarded WINNERS shall be as follows:

To determine the numbers of championship points earned by a dog awarded WINNERS total all the dogs
in competition which the dog defeated, directly or indirectly, for the highest of the following official breed
awards: Winners, Best of Winners, Best of Breed or Best of Opposite Sex and then consult the schedule
set forth above. The new system provides for additional points (provided that the dog has defeated another
as listed hereunder):

5. Exhibitors must abide by errors made in entering their dogs regardless of how or by whom the entry was

made.

Itis the exhibitor’s responsibility to have the dog in the ring when the dog’s class is called to be judged.

7  The Ontario County Kennel Club, its officers and associates will use due care & diligence for the welfare
of dogs and exhibitors, but will not be responsible for, or assume any liability in the event of an accident
or misfortune, to either dogs, exhibitors, or patrons. If because of riots civil disturbances, or other acts
beyond the control of the management, and it is impossible to open or complete the show, no refund of
entry fees will be made.

8. The Show Superintendent will be in complete charge of the show and/or trial which will be governed
by the rules of the Canadian Kennel Club (CKC)

9. SHOW PRECINCTS - The Show precincts shall consist of all areas set out for rings, all shelters or
facilities set aside for show officials, judges or exhibitors and handlers, and an area of 30 feet outside of
the judging rings. There will be NO GROOMING TABLES, CRATES OR EXERCISE PENS ALLOWED
UNDER THE SHOW TENT.

10. Judging will commence no earlier than 8:00 am each day. An later starting time may be specified in the
judging schedule.
