    Take Hwy 101 from Halifax towards the Annapolis Valley. Take exit 4 off Hwy 101 (St. Croix) Turn 
right off the off ramp and continue straight for 3 km. Turn left onto Hwy 215. Proceed 3.4 km to the 
McKay Road. Turn right onto the McKay Road and proceed 1.5 km to # 294 McKay Road. Signs will be 
posted at all turns from exit 4 on Hwy 101 to the test HQ’s.
