GENERAL INFORMATION

All Tests are walking Tests. Blank pistols, .22 cal minimum will be fired over all
dogs with bird work. No live ammunition will be allowed in any test. Pistols
must have solid barrels. Please provide your own or arrange to borrow one
before you take your dog to the start line.

Total entries will be limited to the number of dogs that can be run in the
available daylight hours.

The Club will accept Day Of entries if there is time and birds available. Please
speak to the VIPDC Event Secretary and note there will be an additional $10
fee.

The Club reserves the right to rearrange the running order of the Tests should
conditions warrant.

With the permission of the judge, collaring will be allowed.

Bitches in season will be permitted to run, at the end of the day. Entrants must
notify the event secretary prior to the start of said test, or run will be
forfeited.

Tracking Collars: Approved electronic collars may be used. Any questions
regarding their use should be referred to the Field Test Chairman.

All participants must be familiar with the CKC Rules and also the rules and
provisions of this Premium List. CKC Field Test rulebooks are available from the
CKC or on-line at the CKC website for CKC members.Link to Rules

Chewing or eating a bird at any time during a Test will result in an automatic
failure at any Field Dog Test level. (11.7)

It shall be the duty and obligation of the Test-giving Club to see that a judge,
club official, volunteer or competitor at a Field Test is not subject to
indignities. The Field Test Committee Chair shall promptly report to the CKC
any infringement of this regulation, and the Discipline Committee shall have
the authority to take such action as it deems fit on the receipt of a report
indicating that this has occurred.

The Weimaraner Association Of Canada is committed to providing an
environment free of discrimination and harassment, where all individuals are
treated with respect.
