Perimeter of the Trial:

Only dogs entered in the trials may be within 20 feet of the arena or field fence. Exception: dogs handling stock for these
trials.

Section 18.1 of the CKC Herding Rules states:

“The CKC shall not be responsible to any member, person, partnership, club, or corporation for any loss, damage, or
injury arising at or by reason of any herding trial held under any rules adopted by the CKC.”

Section 15.7 of the CKC Herding Rules states:

“It shall be the duty and obligation of the trial-giving club to see that a judge, club official, ring steward, volunteer, or
competitor at a herding trial held under these regulations, is not subject to indignities of any kind. The Herding Trial
Committee Chair shall promptly report to the CKC any infringement of this regulation and the Discipline Committee shall
have the authority to take such action as is deems fit on receipt of a report indicating that this has occurred.

A copy of this regulation shall be prominently placed in every premium list and catalogue.”
NOTE: Effective January 1, 2011 - Non-Member Participation Fee

a) An annual non-member participation fee for awards and titles will be charged to a Canadian non-member of CKC.
The fee will match the ERN fee. This is the sole responsibility of the exhibitor who should correspond with the CKC
directly.
