The show grounds are located at 1374 Prospect Road, north-east of Woodville, Ontario. Look
for signs on routes as you get close to the site,

From the East, follow Highway 7 west of Lindsay approximately 10 km to the hamlet of
QOakwood. Turn north (right) at the traffic lights in Oakwood and follow the Oakwood Road to
a "T" junction. At the "T" junction, turn left onto Woodville Road 9. Drive approximately

2.4 km (1.5 miles) and turn north (right) onto Prospect Road. Follow the road north to show
grounds (1374 Prospect Road), located on the east {right) side of the road.

From the West, follow Highway 7 east to the Hamlet of Oakwood. Turn north (left) at the
traffic lights in Oakwood and follow the Qakwood Road to a "T" junction. At the "T" junction,
turn left onto Woodville Road 9. Drive approximately 2.4 km (1.5 miles) and turn north (right)
onto Prospect Road. Follow the road north to Test Headquarters (1374 Prospect Road), located
on the east (right} side of the road.

From the North, follow Highway 12 south and turn east (left) onto Highway 48 East. Drive
through Bolsover, Turn south (right} onto the third road on the right (Prospect Road). Drive
approximately 2.4 km (1.5 miles) to Test Headquarters (1374 Prospect Road), located on the
east (left) side of the road.
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
