	GENERAL INFORMATION
	OFFICIAL JUNIOR HANDLING
	IMPORTANT REMINDER:
	All exhibitors will be responsible for the clean up of their own dogs or dogs they are handling anywhere on the show site and surrounding areas.
	Competitors have the option of receiving either an electronic or hard copy of their scoresheet - please inform the Trial Secretary when you arrive at the event which you would prefer and provide an email.
	While on site, Competitors will remain in & work out of their vehicles; no indoor crating will be available unless physical distancing & crowd restrictions are lifted by the NS Government. If required, for the safety of the dogs, exhibitors will be allowed to crate their dogs along the fenced in area of the field. Spaces will be cordoned off by pylons so that there is a minimum 2m (6.5’) between crating areas as well as where people are able to walk.  Competitors entered in classes all day must pre-book outdoor set-up space with the Trial Superintendent (mapleknollcorgis@gmail.com)  ; they must bring their own pop-up shelter.  If your dog needs to pee or poop, it will need to be taken out of the set-up or crating area if you are set up on the Agility Field. The Trial Superintendent will enforce parking distances in the parking area.
	The stewards will be masked.
	The judge may or may not be masked.
	Any judges briefing will be done with social distancing enforced.
	For Walk-throughs in Rally, competitors will be required to wear a face mask as social distancing can not be guaranteed. It must be worn properly covering both nose and mouth. Walk-throughs may also be split depending on class size. If split, order will be based on ring order.
	You will be placing your leash and dumbbell on a tray beside the ring.
	For Open and CDI competitors, you will be responsible for getting your dumbbell during your time in the ring. We have asked judges to keep dumbbell exercises sequentially.
	When leaving the ring, you will wait at a marked area so that the next exhibitor team can enter.
	Unless NS Gov increases gathering limits, currently there will not be a chance to have someone video you.  If you wish to have your run recorded, please ask a member of the trial committee & we will try to accommodate you.
	Prizes, Awards & Announcements
	One at a time, Competitors will pick up their awards outside from a masked & gloved Event Official following all COVID-19 restrictions.  Competitors have the option of having their scoresheets sent to them electronically instead of receiving the hard copy.
	There will be a private Facebook page where scores will be posted as soon as they are available & other announcements may be made.
	All monetary prizes will be awarded via eTransfer therefore all competitors will need to provide an email address to the Trial Secretary.
