Canadian Kennel Club Non-member participation fee as of January 1, 2011

A) An annual fee for awards and titles will be charged to a Canadian non-member of CKC. The
fee will match the ERN fee.

B) In order to protect the awards/titles earned, the non-member will have the option to become a
CKC member or pay the non-member participation fee. Failure to comply within 30 days of
notification will result in all awards and titles being cancelled.

C) All Premium Lists will carry a note stating the non-member participation fee applies only to
dogs wholly owned by non-members and is not applicable to CKC members

ENTRY INFORMATION

No entry will be accepted unless all particulars called for on the entry form are

completed in full. Incomplete entries will be returned. No entry will be accepted

unless accompanied by the Entry Fee. Telephone entries cannot be accepted,
except in the event of a postal disruption.
