- The MG7 Club and the Trials Committee will use care and diligence for the welfare of the dogs and
exhibitors, but will not be responsible for, or assume any liability in the event of an accident, or
other misfortune to either the dogs or exhibitors or patrons. If, because of riot or civil disturbance
or any other acts beyond the control of the MG7 Club and its Trial Committee, it is impossible to
open or close the trials, no refund of entries will be made.
