E.R.N. Numbers - The cost of obtaining an Event Registration Number (ERN) with the
CKC has been increased to $59.40 plus 5% GST Canadian funds. To obtain an ERN, send a
copy of the dog’s registration certificate reflecting current ownership with awritten request
for an ERN. Include payment in full. Faxed requests will be accepted. Please ensure that
your Visa or Mastercard number is legible and you have included your expiry date and
signature. An ERN must be obtained within 30 days of obtaining awards or qualifying
scores to avoid cancellation.PEN Number s - The cost of obtaining a Performance Event
Number (PEN) is $53.90 plus5% GST. The PEN allows an unregisterable dog of CKC
recognized breed to participate in those competitive events appropriate to the breed. A
completed PEN application form must be submitted to CKC whereupon after completing
documentation CKC will assign a PEN number.

BITCHESIN SEASON - Bitchesin season are not permitted to compete. “When a
bitch comesinto season after entry of the bitch has been submitted to the trial secretary, a
veterinarian's certificate, certifying that the bitch was in season within the 10 day period
preceding the trial must reach the trial secretary on or before the date of the trial. Thetrial
giving club must refund the entry fee, service charge and listing fee. The refund and the
terms thereof must be clearly stated in the premium list.
