3. Draw at 8:00 PM on Tuesday, May 23, 2022 at the home of the Field Trial Secretary.

4. All dogs will run in the order drawn. In All Age Stakes rotation will be used. The starting dog in the first series of
the All-Age stakes will be determined by using the last two digits (including digits, if any to the right of the decimal
point) of the closing S&P/TSX composite index (the TSX number) on Thursday, May 25, 2023.

5. Please complete one entry form per dog, per stake, per day in which you wish to enter your dog(s). All entries must
contain complete information as required by the CKC rules. Scratches will be refunded in full for a bitch in season and
injured dogs. Other scratches maybe refunded at the field trial committee's discretion, less a $15.00 fee. Entry forms on

6. All entries must be accompanied by the Entry fees and, if applicable, the Listing fees.

Temporary Competition Number (TCN): Starting March 2, 2020 all owners of unregistered CKC recognized breeds
entering events are required to obtain aTemporary Competition Number (TCN). Dogs not registered in Canada must
obtain a TCN before submitting an entry for a field trial. TCN'’s can be obtained from the CKC online, by paper application,
or by contacting the Shows & Trials division toll free at 1-855-364-7252. A TCN fee of $10.50 must be included with your
entry for the trial. The same TCN must be used for all event entries until the dog is permanently registered. CKC
Registration or ERN must be applied for within 30 days of the trial or all awards will be cancelled.

7. No phone entries.

Non Member Participation Fee “applies to dogs wholly owned by a resident of Canada who is not a member of the CKC;
it is not applicable to CKC members or dogs co-owned with a CKC member. In order for the title to be awarded, the non-
member will have a choice to either become a CKC member or pay the Non-Member Participation Fee. Failure to comply
within 30 days of notification will result in the title being withheld."

SCRATCHES will forfeit $15.00. To be considered, “NO SHOW” refunds must be requested in writing to the Field Trial
Secretary no later than seven days after the trial, explaining the reason for the scratch.

DUCKS and/or PHEASANTS may be used in all stakes.
STANDARD CKC ROSETTES will be awarded for all placings and CMs in each stake.

3.8.1 A judge officiating at a field trial held under these rules shall not be subjected to any indignities of any kind during
the progress of the field trial. It shall be the duty and obligation of the club holding the field trial to see that this rule is
effectively carried out.

3.9 Judge’s Conduct

3.9.1 A judge must conduct himself in a manner that is fair and not prejudicial to the sport.

21.7 It shall be the duty and obligation of the event-giving club to see that a judge, club official, volunteer, or any
participant at an event held under these rules, is not subject to indignities. The Retriever Field Trial Committee Chair shall
promptly report to the CKC any infringement of this regulation, and the CKC shall have the authority to take such action
as it deems fit on receipt of a report indicating that this has occurred. A copy of this regulation shall be prominently placed
in every premium list and catalogue.

Caution

The Winnipeg Field Trial Club will not be responsible for any loss or damage to any dog or to any equipment, whether the
result of an accident or otherwise.
