(ERN)

All dogs that are foreign born and owned and enter Canada for the sole 
purpose of entering CKC events will require an ERN. An ERN must be 
obtained within 30 days of obtaining points, awards or scores to avoid can-
cellation.  If factors beyond your control prohibit this or present a problem, 
please send a written request to the CKC for a 30 day extension.

Eff ective January 1, 2011 the CKC instituted a tracking fee for all Canadi-
an residents who participate in a CKC event but are not CKC members.  In 
order to protect any points and awards earned at any CKC event, a resident 
non-member can chose to become a CKC member or pay the tracking fee 
of $57.60 plus HST for each dog. Failure to comply within 30 days of noti-
fi cation will cause all awards and titles to be cancelled.  Th is applies to dogs 
wholly owned by non members and is not applicable to CKC members or 
dogs co-owned with a CKC member.

DEFINITION 
OF CLASSES

Draft Dog:  Open to all eligible breeds, over eighteen months of age on 
the day of the test,  registered with the CKC or eligible for such registra-
tion.

Draft Dog Excellent: Open to all eligible breeds, that have previously 
earned a CKC Draft Dog Title (DD) and is registered with the CKC or 
having an ERN or PEN

Brace Draft Dog: Open to all eligible breeds, registered with the CKC or 
having an ERN or PEN.  In order to compete as a Brace, each dog that 
makes up a Brace team must have previously earned a CKC Draft Dog Title 
(DD) title.  It is acceptable to enter as a Brace even if one dog has already 
earned a BDD title.  It is acceptable for each dog to have separate owners 
while competing as one team.

Brace Draft Dog Excellent:  Open to all eligible breeds, registered with 
the CKC, or ERN or PEN.  In order to compete as a Brace, each dog that 
makes up a Brace team must have previously earned a CKC Draft Dog 
Excellent Title.  It is acceptable for each dog to have separate owners while 
competing as one team.

AWARDS Th rough the generosity of its members and friends the Central Ontario 
Region, Newfoundland Dog Club of Canada will off er rosettes for each 
qualifying score.  A medallion will be awarded to each Newfoundland who 
successfully passes all three legs at this test by the Central Ontario Region, 
Newfoundland Dog Club of Canada.

GENERAL
INFORMA-
TION

Th e Test Chairperson will be in full charge of the show.  Th is event is held
under the rules of the Canadian Kennel Club.
Th e Newfoundland Dog Club of Canada, Central Ontario Region will use 
due care and diligence for the welfare of the dogs and exhibitors, but will 
not be responsible for, or assume liability in the event of accident, or other 
misfortunes, to either dogs, exhibitors or patrons.  If because of riot, civil 
disturbance or other acts beyond the control of management, it is impos-
sible to open or to complete the show, no refund of Entry will be made.
Owners or handlers are responsible for clean up after their dogs.  Exhibi-
tors must abide by errors made in entering their dogs, regardless of how or 
by whom the entries were made.  Change or cancellation of any entry after 
closing day and time is prohibited.
Th e Club reserves the right to refuse any entry, subject to CKC Rules.
Telephone entries cannot be accepted except in the case of a postal disrup-
tion.
Confi rmation of entry and Judging Schedules will be mailed or e-mailed as 
soon as possible after the closing.

QUALIFYING 
SCORE

To earn a DD/DDX  or BDD/BDDX  Title at this test the
entrant will be required to successfully pass all the exercises as written in the 
Draft Dog Test Rules and Regulations, in the eyes of all three judges.

During the test, the decision of the judges shall be fi nal in all matters 
aff ecting the working of dogs and handlers and in evaluation of their 
performance.

EQUIPMENT To be supplied by the entrant.

Be prepared for any weather.  Th is event is entirely outdoors and there is no 
provision for cover in case of inclement weather.

Th e Group Option as stated in section 11.2 is not off ered at this test

BITCHES IN
SEASON

Bitches in season may compete, but will be judged after all other entrants 
have been tested.  An entrant may if desired request a refund, less CKC fees 
for a bitch that has come into season.  A veterinarian’s certifi cate will be 
required before a refund is processed.

CKC RULES It shall be the duty and obligation of the test-giving club to see that a 
judge is not subject to indignities.  Th e Test Committee Chairperson shall 
promptly report to the CKC any infringement of this regulation, and the 
Discipline Committee shall have the authority to take such action as it 
deems fi t on receipt of a report indicating that this has occurred.
