CKC Rules on Unsportsmanlike Conduct

4.1.5: “It shall be the duty and obligation of the trial giving club to see that a judge, club official, volunteer or any
participant at an event held under these rules is not subject to indignities of any kind. The Event Committee Chair shall
promptly report to the CKC any infringement of this regulation, and the CKC shall have the authority to take such action
as it deems fit on receipt of a report indicating that this has occurred.”

Collars, Leashes and Harnesses. During searches, dogs must wear a properly fitted collar or harness approved by the
judge. A wearable camera such as a Go Pro may be mounted to the dog’s harness, if desired. Leashes may be of any
length and/or retractable. The leash should be made of plain, pliable material. All dogs must be on leash at all times.
Dogs must enter and exit the search area with the leash attached to the collar or harness, including when waiting in
the search area before and after the search. An off-leash option may be offered at the discretion of the judge, only if
the area is completely enclosed.
