NOTESAND INFORMATION

All handlers must use a slip lead when releasing their hounds;

Hounds may wear muzzles and/or catch collars at the owner/agent's discretion. Leg wraps
must be in neutral colors;

Bitches in season and lame hounds will be excused and will have their entry fee returned if
notice is given to the secretary prior toroll call;

The Chairman may excuse any hound from competition for any reason deemed justifiable;

A $10.00 fine, payable to WCOBC, will be levied for any hound loose on the field at any
time between Roll Call and the completion of Regular classes;

A $20.00 fine, payable to WCOBC, will be levied for any exhibitor not cleaning up after
their dog;

There islimited shade and no water available, so please come PREPARED,;

There will be limited overnight camping. Please contact Fiona at 250-860-2706

Please be prepared with your bag lunch as there are no restaurants close by, however thereis a
gas station and some eats at the corner of Hwy 6 and School Road about 10 minutesaway.

ELIGIBLE COURSING ENTRIES

To bedligible for thistrial, your dog MUST be a purebred of one of these following
breeds. Afghan Hounds, Azawakh, Basenjis, Bor zois, Deer hounds (Scottish),
Greyhounds, I bizan Hounds, Irish Wolfhounds, Italian Greyhounds, Pharaoh
Hounds, Rhodesian Ridgebacks, Salukis, Whippetsand ‘Listed Sighthound Breeds
asdefined by the CKC.

All entrants must be registered or be eligible for registration with the Canadian Kennel Club.
Altered or neutered hounds may compete. Hounds presently disqualified under C.K.C.,
CSFA, ASFA or AKC rules are not eligible. Hounds must be CERTIFIED prior to
runningin their first trial in Canada.

CERTIFICATION

7.1.1 (a) A hound must be tested with another dog, of the same breed or a breed with asimilar
running style (preferably not a kennelmate) and certified running clean by alicensed judge.
Hounds must be a minimum of 11 months old prior to being certified, and must run a course of
at least 600 yards (548.4 m) in order to be certified.

NOTE:

A hound may be entered to compete in lure coursing events PRIOR to certification; however, it
must be certified and the signed CKC Hound Certification Form submitted to the Field Trial
Secretary by roll-call of thefirst event. If the hound does not complete certification, it will be
ineligible to compete and any entry fees will not be refunded.

EVENT REGISTRATION NUMBERS (ERN)

All dogs that are foreign born and foreign owned and enter Canada for the sole purpose of
entering CKC events do not require a CKC registration number but will require an Event
Registration Number (ERN).

To obtain an ERN simply mail a copy of the dog's registration certificate with a cheque
money order or VISA/Mastercard number (expiry date, cardholder's name and signature) in
the amount of $55.00 + GST payable to the Canadian Kennel Club. This Event Registration
Number MUST be applied for with 30 days of the first day of entering a CKC Event. Please

ATTENTION CANADIAN EXHIBITORS—INFO REGARDING TITLES

The following is quoted from the CKC website:

“The following non-member participation fee now applies and is retroactive to January 1,2011.
The non-member participation fee applies to all Canadian residents who participate in a CKC
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event but are not CKC members and a participating non-member can chose to purchase a CKC
member ship or pay the non-member fee. This only applies to dogs wholly owned by non members
and is not applicable to CKC members or dogs co-owned with a CKC member. In order for the
CKC to efficiently manage recording and tracking points, it's important that non-members select
one of the two options within 30 days of notification or, unfortunately, we will be forced to
cancel any awards and titles

Non-Member Participation Fee

24-12-3. Non-member participation fee

a) An annual non-member participation fee for awards and titles will be charged to a Canadian

non-member of CKC. The fee will match the ERN fee.

b) In order to protect the awardg/titles earned, the non-member will have a choice either to
become a CKC member or to pay the non-member participation fee. Failure to comply within 30
days of notification will cause all awards and titles to be canceled.

¢) The Premium List must carry a note stating that “ these fees apply only to dogs wholly owned
by non-CKC members and are not applicable to CKC members.”
