NOTE: NEW Paragraph 11.3 It is mandatory that judges,
handlers of the working dogs and marshals wear a blaze
orange outer garment (vest or jacket) and blaze orange
head gear in any tests where shotguns are used. The
requirements will also apply to any gallery members on
the course.

CKC Non-member Participation Fee
