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Transition Obedience Classes

Pre-Novice for any purebred dog that has not earned the title PCD (Pre Companion Dog) title in Canada. Dogs in this class
may be handled by the owner or any other person. A person may enter more than one do in this class and must have an
additional handler for each dog when they are judged together in group exercise. A dog may be entered in this class that has
not earned the title of CD in Canada or US. The Pre Novice class is an elective class and earning a title is not a requirement to
advance to Novice Classes. The CKC will permit the use of PCD signifying Pre Companion Dog to be used in connection with
and after the name of the dog. In order to receive this title dogs must receive passing scores in three different trials under two
different judges.

Novice C for any purebred dog that has gained a CD, CDX, UD or any other advanced title and exercises will be performed
and judged as described in the official Novice Classes, except that exhibitors may compete in the Novice C class indefinitely.
Scored earned in Novice C are not eligible for High In Trail. This is an elective class and offered for those people who feel the
dog requires ring experience. Dogs may be entered in Novice C class in addition to any of the Official Classes or Unofficial
classes

Novice Intermediate  be for dogs of any recognized or listed breed and of either sex that have earned the title of (C.D.)
Companion Dog, Companion Dog Excellent, Utility Dog and any other advanced obedience title in Canada. A dog eligible for
entry in the Open A or B Class at any obedience trial held under these rules is also eligible for entry in the Novice C and Novice
Intermediate Class at the same trial. The Novice Intermediate class (C.D.l.) is an elective class and earning a title is not a
requirement to advance to a Companion Dog Excellent title. Scores earned by dogs competing in this class are not eligible for
High in Trial. Dogs are eligible to compete in this class indefinitely. Dogs in this class may be handled or exhibited by the owner
or any other person. A person may enter more than one dog in this class.

Unofficial Obedience Classes

Veterans Class for any purebred dog that has an obedience title and is 7 years of age or older on the day of the
trial. The exercises shall be performed and judged as in the Novice Class. Dogs entered in this Class must also be entered in
any Regular Obedience Trial class or for Exhibition Only.

Team Class open to any 4 dogs of either sex which have attained not less than a CD title in Canada. The
exercises shall be performed and judged as in the Novice Class. Each dog entered in this Class must also be entered in a
Regular Obedience Trial class or for Exhibition Only.

Rally Obedience Classes

Rally Novice A Dogs entered in this class may not have won a CKC Rally Novice (RN) title or any CKC Novice
Obedience title. The handler of any dog in this class must be the owner, co-owner, or member of their immediate family. A
person may enter more than one dog in this class. Dogs that have earned titles or are not the owners may enter in the Novice B
class. All exercises are judged on leash and dogs must enter and leave the ring on leash.

Rally Novice B Any dog may compete in this class until a qualifying score in the Rally Advanced class has been
earned. The owner or any person may handle dogs in this class. All exercises are judged on leash and dogs must enter and
leave the ring on leash. A person may enter more than one dog in this class.

Rally Advanced A This class is for dogs that have won the Rally Novice (RN) title but have not won the Rally
Advanced (RA) title or any CKC Novice Obedience title. The handler of any dog in this class must be the owner, co-owner or
member of their immediate family. All exercises are judged off leash and dogs must enter and leave ring on leash. A person
may enter more than one dog in this class.

Rally Advanced B This class shall be for dogs that have won the Rally Novice (RN) title. Upon completing the Rally
Advanced (RA) title a dog may continue to compete in this class indefinitely. The owner or any person may handle dogs in this
class. All exercises are judged off leash and dogs must enter and leave the ring on leash. A person may enter more than one
dog in this class.

Rally Excellent A This class shall be for dogs that have won the Rally Advanced (RA) title, but have not won the
Rally Excellent (RE) title or any CKC Novice Obedience title. A dog may not be entered or exhibited in this class after official
notification from the CKC that the dog has won the title (RE). No dog may be entered in both Rally Excellent A & B at any one
trial. The handler of any dog in this class must be the owner, co-owner or member of their immediate family. All exercises are
judge off leash and the dog must enter and leave the ring on leash. A person may enter more than one dog in this class.

Rally Excellent B This class shall be for dogs that have won the Rally Advanced (RA) title. A dog may compete in
this class indefinitely. Any person is allowed to handle a dog in this class. All exercises are judged off leash and dogs must
enter and leave the ring on leash. A person may enter more than one dog in this class.

For information only: Rally Advanced Excellent title -- Upon completion of the Rally Excellent title, qualifying scores
may be accumulated from Rally Advanced B and Rally Excellent B to earn the Rally Advanced Excellent (RAE) title. To receive
the RAE title, a dog must qualify ten (10) times in both Rally Advanced and Rally Excellent at the same trial. The title will
appear at the end of the dog’s name and a numeric designation will indicate the number of times the dog has met the
requirements, i.e. RAE2, RAE3, etc.

To be eligible to compete in these obedience or rally obedience trials, the dog must be 6 months of age and registered
or be eligible for registration with the CKC, have an ERN, PEN or a CKC Miscellaneous Certificate number. A dog may be
spayed, neutered or debarked.

CLASSIFICATIONS
REGULAR OFFICIAL CLASSES (divided by sex)

JUNIOR PUPPY dogs between 6 months and under 9 months on day of show

SENIOR PUPPY dogs between 9 months and under 12 months on day of show

12-18 MONTHS dogs between 12 months and under 18 months on day of show

CANADIAN BRED dogs bomn in Canada, Champions of any country are excluded.

BRED BY EXHIBITOR dogs owned and handled in the ring by the breeder for this class, but need
not handle the dog for further awards.

OPEN CLASS for all dogs, divided into Open - Black & Open - Any Other Allowed Color
(Please ensure you make such indication on your entry)

VETERANS CLASS for all dogs over 7 years of age on day of show. These dogs to compete for
regular placements and the winner of this class will go on to compete for
BEST OF BREED (they do not compete for Winners). Dogs in this class
may be spayed or neutered.
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SPECIALS ONLY dogs who are Canadian Champions. A CKC Registration Number or ERN
must be indicated on the entry form at time of closing.
EXHIBITION ONLY dogs entered in this class may not compete in any Regular class but may

enter and compete in Non-Regular classes and/or Parades if provided for in
this premium list.

EXHIBITION ONLY puppies 3-6 months of age may be entered in Exhibition Only 3-6 Months
(3-6 MONTHS) provided the owner(s) has entered a dog in a Regular Official Class. These
Puppies may not participate in any regular, non-reqular or unofficial classes

or Parades

NON-REGULAR CLASSES & PARADES (dogs must be entered in a regular CONFORMATION class or for
Exhibition Only.)

STUD DOG & GET Stud Dog and two or more of his get. Stud Dog and Get may be entered in
a Regular class or Exhibition only.

BROOD BITCH & PROGENY | Brood Bitch and two or more of her Progeny. Same stipulations as for Stud
Dog and Get apply to this classification.

BRACE two dogs not necessarily of the same sex or owner. Must be handled by
one person on one lead and should be judged as an identical pair. Dogs
may be spayed/neutered.

PARADE OF VETERANS dogs must be 7 years of age or older. Please supply a short biography of
(DPCC SPECIALTY ONLY) |50 words or less for each dog entered in the Parade. This should be
rovided to the Catalogue chair at time of entry closing.

SEXUALLY ALTERED CLASSES

Eligibility for the Altered Dog Classes shall be limited to dogs over 6 months of age which have been sexually
altered by veterinary procedure.
Points MAY NOT be carried from the regular competition judging to the Altered Dog Class judging.

Two classes will be offered: Altered Male & Altered Female

Classes will be placed first through fourth in both sexes, the first place winner from each class will be declared
Winners and the second place winner will be declared Reserve Winners. The Altered Winners Male and the
Altered Winners Female will then compete for Best of Breed Altered and Best of Opposite Sex Altered in Breed.

OBEDIENCE & RALLY OBEDIENCE CLASSIFICATIONS

Doberman Pinscher Club of Canada - Friday, August 3, 2012
Regular Obedience Classes

Novice A for any purebred dog that has not earned the title of CD. Only one dog may be entered in this
class by any one exhibitor. The dog must be handled by the owner or member of his immediate family. No licensed handler,
no trainer, nor any person who has previously handled a dog through its UD title in Canada or elsewhere shall be allowed to
compete in this class. A dog which has won a comparable degree in any foreign country is not eligible for entry in this class.
Novice B for any purebred dog that has not earned the title of CD in CANADA.. Dogs in this class may be
handled by any person. More than one dog may be entered by any handler, but each dog must have a separate handler for the
‘sit’' and ‘down’ exercise. A dog which has won a comparable degree in any foreign country is eligible for this class.

Open A for any purebred dog that has earned the title of CD but has not won the title of CDX. Only one
dog may be entered in this class by any one exhibitor. The dog must be handled by the owner or a member of his immediate
family. No licensed handler, no trainer, nor any person who has previously handled a dog through its UD title in Canada or
elsewhere shall be allowed to compete in this class. A dog which has won a comparable degree in any foreign country is not
eligible for entry in this class.

OpenB for any purebred dog that has earned the title of CD, CDX or UD in CANADA. Dogs in this class
may be handled by any person. More than one dog may be entered by any handler, but each dog must have a separate
handler for the ‘sit' and ‘down’ exercise. A dog which has won a comparable degree in any foreign country is eligible for this
class. A dog may be entered in both Open A and Open B at any one trial.

Utility A Utility A Class shall be for any dog of any recognized or listed breed which has earned the title of
C.D.X. but has not earned the title of U.D. Any person who has trained or exhibited a dog that has earned a M.O.T.Ch. title
may not handle dogs in this class. Owners may enter more than one dog in this class. The same person must handle the dog
in all exercises.

Utility B Utility B Class shall be for any dog of any recognized or listed breed which has earned the title of
C.D.X.or U.D. Dogs in this class may be handled or exhibited by the owner or any other person.
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
