Extracts From CKC Dog Show Rules

Chapter 8 Entries and End of Show

Section 8.2.5 An error in the class, date of birth or sex may be
amended on the entry form up to one hour before the start of the
show.

Section 8.3.1 Entries: Every dog entered in a Championship show
must be one of the following:

a) registered with the CKC, b) have an Event Registration
Number,

c) be eligible for registration with the CKC, or

d) if it belongs to a listed breed it must have a
Miscellaneous Certification Number (MCN).

Section 8.4.1 Listed Dogs: If a dog is not registered as in 8.3.1 (a)
or (b) but is eligible for registration with the CKC, it may be
entered at a show as a listed dog provided:

a) that if born in Canada, it is eligible for individual
registration;

b) that if not born in Canada, is eligible for registration in
the records of the CKC.

c) that if it is a foreign born and owned dog, an Event
Registration Number or CKC registration number is obtained from
the CKC within 30 days of the first show entered.

Section 8 4.2 Entry of a listed dog at a show must be accompanied
by a listing fee as set by the Board in addition to the regular entry
fee.

Section 8.5.1 Acceptance of Entries: If indicated in the premium
list, an electronically transmitted entry may be accepted provided
the entry is accompanied by a credit card charge authorization.
Section 8.5.3 No entry shall be accepted from or on behalf of any
person who is officially known to be expelled, deprived of
privileges, debarred or suspended by the CKC or any other
registering body for pure bred dogs.

Section 8.5.4 After entries close, no further entries may be
accepted, cancelled or substituted other than as otherwise stated in
this section or as provided for in case of a postal strike.

Section 8.6.1 Refusal of Entries: The authorities of any show may: a)
decline to accept entries for just cause, and/or

b) refuse to receive or may remove any dog from the
show building on account of disease or viciousness.
c) in the case of non-acceptance, refund the fee with the

reason for non-acceptance.

Section 8.8.2 Fees: Tendering of a dishonoured cheque or
declined credit card in payment of an entry fee shall be considered
non-payment of said fee and is an offense punishable by
disciplinary action and cancellation of awards.

Section 8.9.1 Moving a Dog to Specials: A dog which is
individually registered in the records of the CKC or that has a
Miscellaneous Certification Number (MCN) and has completed
the requirements for a Championship in accordance with these
rules but at the time of the closing of entries for a show has not
received confirmation of the title, may be transferred from one of
the regular classes to Specials Only providing the transfer is
submitted to the Show Secretary in writing by the owner or
handler at least one hour prior to the opening of the show.
Section 8.9.2 If it is established that a dog transferred to Specials
Only has not completed the Championship requirements, all
awards will be canceled and all ribbons and prizes won shall be
forfeited. The owner may also be subject to disciplinary action.
Section 8.9.3 When one or more All-Breed and/or Specialty
Shows are held on the same day, in the same venue, the request for
moving of class dogs to Specials must be made a minimum of one
hour prior to the scheduled start of the show for which the dog is
being moved up to.

Chapter 4 Judges Section 4.1.3 A judge officiating at a show held
under these rules shall not be subjected to indignities of any kind
during the progress of the show. It shall be the duty and obligation
of the club holding the show to see that this rule is effectively
carried out.

Section 4.1.6 No person may approach a judge either directly or
otherwise, orally or in writing, to favor his entry. Disciplinary
action will be taken against any person who violates this rule or
against a judge who fails to report any contravention of this rule to
the CKC within 14 days of the act.

Chapter 14 Disqualifying or Excusing Dogs

Section 14.1.4 Once a dog has been disqualified for any reason at.

a conformation show, it may not be entered or shown at another show
until the dog has been reinstated by the CKC. All awards earned by a dog
shown in violation of this section will be cancelled by the CKC and the
owner of the dog is subject to disciplinary action. Note: for information
on reinstatement, see Chapter 14 Section 14.3 of the Dog Show Rules
Championship Points and Cancellations

Section 15.1.1 A dog awarded Winners at a conformation show shall be
credited with a number of championship points (ranging from 0 to 5) and
the number of championship points credited to a dog awarded Winners
shall be as provided hereunder.

Section 15.1.2 The schedule to be employed in the determination of the

number of points awarded Winners shall be as follows:
Dogs competing* 1] 2 - 6- 10- &
9 P 9 5 9 12 more
Points allocated 0|1]2 3 4 5

*Includes the dog awarded Winners.

In counting the number of eligible dogs in competition, a dog that is
disqualified, dismissed, excused or ordered from the ring by the judge
shall be included in the calculation for championship points.

Section 15.1.3 If a Dog awarded Winners is also awarded Best of Breed the
in the breed, including Specials Only, shall be included the total.

Section 15.1.4 If a Dog awarded Winners is also awarded Best of
Opposite Sex to Best of Breed, then all dogs of the same sex including
those competing for Specials Only shall be included in the total.

Section 15.1.5 If a Dog awarded Winners is also awarded Best of
Winners, then all dogs defeated directly or indirectly in the breed shall be
included in the total.

Section 15.1.6 If a dog is awarded Winners only, then all the dogs of the
same sex in the class competition shall be included in the total.

Section 15.1.7 The number of championship points to be credited to a dog
awarded Winners shall be determined by the highest award earned and
calculated as per this section.

Clarification: Example of directly or indirectly defeating: If the Winners
Bitch is awarded Best of Opposite Sex but not Best of Winners, the Best
of Winners Male shall be deemed to have indirectly defeated the Specials
Bitches, and is thus entitled to add them to the number of dogs and
bitches defeated.

Section 15.1.8 In addition to championship points allocated at the breed
level, a dog awarded Winners which also places in the regular Group
competition shall be credited with the following additional points

provided that the dog was defeated at the Group level.

Section 15.1.9 A dog may not be credited with more than 5 championship
points in a single show:
Section 15.1.10 A breed or class shall not be allowed more than 2 sets of
championship points per sex on any day in the same venue.
Section 15.1.11 A dog awarded Winners which also places Best in Show
at an all-breed conformation show shall be credited with 5 championship
points inclusive of any points earned at the breed and group level.
Section 15.1.12 In order for a dog to be recognized as a Champion and its
owner provided with a Championship Certificate, the dog must:
(a) earn at least 10 championship points under at least 3
different judges; and,
(b) be registered in the records of the CKC, have an Event
Registration Number (ERN), or have a Miscellaneous
Certification Number (MCN).
(c) have earned at least one 2 point win either at the breed or
group level.




CLASSIFICATIONS

CLASSIFICATIONS

The following CKC classes (divided by sex) will be provided:

BABY PUPPY dogs between 3 months and under 6 months on day of show
(unofficial)

JUNIOR PUPPY dogs between 6 months and under 9 months on day of show

SENIOR PUPPY dogs between 9 months and under 12 months on day of show

12-18 MONTHS dogs between 12 months and under 18 months on day of show

CANADIAN BRED dogs born in Canada, Champions of any country are excluded.

BRED BY EXHIBITOR | dogs owned and handled in the ring by the breeder for this class,
but need not handle the dog for further awards.

OPEN CLASS for all dogs

VETERAN CLASS for all dogs over 7 years of age on day of show. These dogs to
compete for regular placements and the winner of this class will
go on to compete for BEST OF BREED (they do not compete
for Winners). Dogs in this class may be spayed/neutered.

SPECIALS ONLY dogs who are Canadian Champions. A CKC Registration
Number or ERN must be indicated on the entry form at time of
closing.

EXHIBITION ONLY dogs entered in this class may not compete in any Regular class

but may enter and compete in Non-Regular classes and/or
Parades if provided for in this premium list.

EXHIBITION ONLY puppies 3-6 months of age may be entered in Exhibition Only 3-
(3-6 MONTHS) 6 Months provided the owner(s) has entered a dog in a Regular
Official Class. These Puppies may not participate in any regular,
non-regular or unofficial classes or Parades

SEXUALLY ALTERED | Eligibility for the Altered Classes shall be limited to dogs over 6

CLASSES months of age which have been spayed or neutered. Two
classes will be offered: Altered Male and Altered Female:

NON-REGULAR & UNOFFICIAL CLASSES
All dogs must be entered in the regular classes, Veteran's class, "Specials Only",
or for Exhibition Only to compete in the following non-regular classes. Dogs may be spayed or neutered.

BRACE Two dogs not necessarily of the same sex or owner. Must be
handled by one person on one lead and should be judged as an
identical pair. Dogs may be spayed/neutered

STUD DOG & GET Stud Dog and two or more of his get. Stud Dog and Get may be
entered in a Regular class or Exhibition only.

BROOD BITCH & Brood Bitch and two or more of her Progeny. Same stipulations

PROGENY as for Stud Dog and Get apply to this classification.

CUT DOWN CLASS For any registered Shih Tzu (male or female) but they must be

shown in a clipped down pet style. This is just to get those pets
out for a visit to the show ring. Even retired Champions are
welcome.

A listing fee must be paid with the entry fee if the dog does not have an individual CKC
registration number.

Note: there is no listing fee for 3-6 month puppies. The litter registration number cannot be
accepted.

Please note that fees are payable in Canadian funds. Due to fluctuating currency, discounted
cheques will not be accepted.

Personal cheques will be accepted, however they are payable in Canadian funds. To simplify the
process, we urge that you purchase bank drafts or money orders payable in Canadian funds.

General Information

On the day of the show/trial, the show/trial superintendent will be in
complete charge of the show/trial.

After closing of entries, a receipt and judging schedule must be mailed to
all exhibitors.

Only dogs properly entered in the show/trial will be admitted.
The building will be opened one hour before the start of the showr/trial.
Dogs may be removed from the building when not required for further judging.

Dogs must not be left in the building overnight.

Judging will proceed without any dog not present when called by the ring steward.

The show/trial committee will use due care and diligence for the welfare of
the dogs and the exhibitors, but will not be responsible for, or assume any
liability, in the event of an accident or other misfortune to either dogs or
patrons.

If because of riot, civil disturbance, or other acts beyond the control of the
management, it is impossible to open or complete the showi/trial, no refund
of entry fees will be made.

It shall be the duty and obligation of the show giving club to see that a
judge, club official, volunteer, or any participant at an event held under
these rules is not subject to indignities. The Conformation Show
Committee Chair shall promptly report to the CKC any infringement of
this regulation. The Discipline Committee shall have the authority to
take such action as it deems fit on receipt of a report indicating that this
has occurred.

The showi/trial grounds are defined as the confines of the Bay Arena, Bay Roberts,
NL.

The authorities of the shows/trials may decline to accept entries for just
cause, and/or refuse to receive or may remove any dog from the
show/trial building because viciousness or disease. No one shall have
any claim or recourse against the organization holding the show or
any official connected therewith for the refusal of entry.



NEW RULE CHANGE

Exhibitors are reminded of the new change in the Show and Obedience
Rules. Effective immediately, the section dealing with Disqualifying or
Excusing Dogs common throughout the rulebooks for all disciplines
has been amended (March 2016 CKC Board meeting) - Chapter 14.1.2
has been replaced. Details are or will soon be available there. 14.1.2 (a)
allows ajudge to excuse or disqualify any dog which threatens,
menaces, attempts to bite or bites the judge, another person, or another
dog in the ring. When a dog is twice excused on this account, it shall
have the status of a disqualified dog. 14.1.2 (b) A judge shall also have
the authority to permanently disqualify a dog which bites the judge or
another person in the ring. Dogs disqualified under this provision will
not be eligible for reinstatement. The decision to permanently disqualify
a dog must be clearly indicated on the Judge's Disqualification Form.
Sections 14.1.4, 14.1.5, and 14.3.1 are also amended to comply with the
above changes.

*** SETUP. Setup for these events will be on Friday August 11%. Times will
be given on the judging schedule. Volunteers to help with this are welcome
and encouraged.

Exhibitors will not be allowed to begin setup until all rings have been placed.

**** DAY-OF- EVENT ENTRIES for Obedience and Rally will be accepted for
the Sunday trials ONLY. Entries must be submitted by 1hour before the
starting time of the events on Sunday.

**xxx OPENING OF EVENT SITE. The building will be open to all exhibitors
one hour before judging starts on both days. Dogs may not be left in the
building overnight.

CANADIAN KENNEL CLUB
Non-Member Participation Fee

Policy:

Non-member participation fee
a) An annual fee for awards and titles will be charged to a
Canadian non-member of CKC.
The fee will match the ERN fee.
b) In order to protect the awards/titles earned, the non-member
will have the option to become a CKC member or pay the non-member
participation fee. Failure to comply within 30 days of notification will
result in all awards and titles being cancelled.



C) All Premium Lists will carry a note stating the fees apply only
to dogs wholly owned by non-members and is not applicable to CKC
members.

Information:

e A non-member resident in Canada is subject to the fee. Dogs co-owned with
a CKC member are exempt.
e There are 2 options for non-members:
a) Join the CKC
b) Pay the Non-Member Participation Fee

e Dogs co-owned by two or more individuals; the first person listed in the
CKC dog records will be considered the caregiver of the dog and all
communication will be sent to this person.

e The fee is a yearly charge based on the calendar year January 01 to
December 31 in which the awards, legs, points, titles, etc. were
achieved. It is not based on the number of dogs or titles or awards
earned, and is assessed against the owner(s).

e Non-members will receive a letter from CKC Head Office informing them
that they have 30 days to join the Club or pay the Non-Member
Participation Fee.

o Payment of the Non-Member Participation Fee or becoming a CKC
member will protect all awards, points, titles and legs in the calendar
year in which they were earned.

e Failure to pay the fee within 30 days of the notice will result in all
awards, legs, points, titles being cancelled. Once cancelled the
awards, legs, points or titles will be given to the next applicable dog.

¢ Once cancellation takes place, any subsequent awards, titles, legs etc earned
will automatically be cancelled without further notice.

« The Non-Member Participation Fee is applicable starting at the first event
in which the dog earns awards, points, titles, legs and is not prorated.

*Please note that the CKC Membership Application and the Non-Member
Participation

Fee forms are available on the website ( www.CKC.ca ) under CKC Services
and then Forms On-line. If submitting a Membership Application, please ensure
that you also complete the Non-Member Participation Fee form so that we are
aware of the dogs involved.
