2.No entry will be accepted unless accompanied by the entry fees. Telephone and fax entries not
accepted.

3.Cancellation of entries after the closing date is prohibited, except where allowed according to CKC
rules. Entry fees will not be refunded in the event that a dog is absent, sick, lame, or excused by a
veterinarian or judge, or barred from competition by action of the Tria Committee, or because it is
entered incorrectly.
