A valid rabies 
vaccination that has been given at least 30 days prior to entry into Canada is required to bring a dog 
into this country. Government regulations require a rabies vaccination certificate be provided for each 
dog. NOTE: Dogs less than three months of age do not require rabies vaccination.
