On report to the test-giving Cub of an alleged
indignity of any kind, the Hunt Test Committee of the O ub shall
forthmth conduct an investigation and shall at once render its
decision to the parties concerned. It shall also within ten days
after the trial, report to the Canadi an Kennel Club its findings.
The Board of Directors of the CKC shall have the power to take
such action as it deens fit on receipt of a report indicating that
this rule has been viol at ed.
