In order to be eligible to compete in these Trials, a dog must be registered with the CKC and have a
CKC Registration Number, an ERN, PEN, CCN or Misc Certification Number, or be eligible for the
same. Dogs may be spayed or neutered and/or debarked. Dogs must be 18 months of age or older.
Dogs may not be lame. These Agility Trials will be held outdoors at Riverside Dog Training
Academy, Shediac River, New Brunswick. The surface is grass. The precincts of these trials will be
the ring and 10 feet surrounding it.

3 The committee reserves the right to refuse any entry, subject to CKC rules.

4 The Trial Superintendent will be in full charge of these events, which are governed by CKC
rules.

5 Any dog not entered in the Agility Trials will NOT be allowed within the precincts of the
event.
