“It shall be the duty and obligation of the trial-giving club to see that a
judge, club official, ring steward volunteer or competitor at a Herding
Trial held under these regulations, is not subject to indignities of any
kind. The Herding Trial Committee Chair shall promptly report to the
CKC any infringement of this regulation, and the Discipline Committee
shall have the authority to take such action as it deems fit on receipt of a
report indicating that this has occurred. A copy of this regulation shall be
prominently placed in every premium list and catalogue.”

Rule books are available through the CKC office.

Please Note: There have been many changes to the CKC Herding Rules that took
effect January 1, 2012. Please ensure that you review a 2012 Rule Book so that you
are aware of requirements for all levels.

Stock specific titles are now available for Arena trials.

For dogs that have previously earned titles (prior to January 1, 2012), if the owners
would like a stock specific certificate, the owner will have to submit evidence to the
Results Department in Shows and Trials that the qualifying legs were all achieved on
the same stock. This can be copies from Premium Lists, catalogues or whatever shows
the stock that was used.
For dogs that currently have legs towards a title (earned prior to January 1, 2012),
when the dog has received enough legs for a title, CKC staff will check to see if they
can determine if it was all on the same stock. If they can, then a stock specific
title/certificate will be issued. If not, then a generic title/certificate will be issued. If

the owner can provide evidence that all legs were earned on the same stock, they can
submit it to Head Office and they will review it.
