An appropriate 
veterinary certificate must be given to the Test Secretary before the start of the test to qualify for a refund. All refunds 
must be requested in writing. Once the catalogue has been printed, CKC fees, listing fees and/or other applicable fees will 
be forfeited.

 Males and females will run in the order of the draw or at the discretion of the Marshall. 

 Participants shall not wear white or light colored clothing at any time.  Handlers may wear a handling jacket for the blinds in 
the WCX test. 

 Section 10.6.3(f) Mechanical bird throwers may be used.   

 Ducks will be used in all tests. 

 There are no concessions on the test grounds. 

 Official CKC Rosettes will be awarded to all qualifying dogs at the end of the test day. NSDTR qualifiers will also be awarded 
a special memento. 

 Section 10.1.6 "No training will be allowed on the test grounds within 24 hours of the start of the test.  A bumper thrown by 
the handler for the purpose of warm-up shall not be considered training." 

 If you have any questions or need more information, please contact the test Secretary, do not contact TNT directly.  

 Section 14.7 – It shall be the duty and obligation of the event giving club to see that a judge club official, volunteer or any 
participant at an event held under these rules is not subject to indignities.  The WC Test Committee Chair shall promptly 
report to the CKC any infringement of this regulation, and the CKC shall have the authority to take such action as it deems 
fit on receipt of a report indicating that this has occurred.
