Each	dog	may	on	be	entered	in	ONE	of	the	WC,	WCI	or	WCX	test.		A	dog	must	have	a	WC	title	
before	running	the	WCI	test,	and	have	earned	a	WCI	title	before	running	the	WCX	test.	
	
The	running	order	for	each	test	will	be	determined	by	random	draw	by	the	Test	Secretary	after	
the	entries	close.	
	
Bitches	in	season	may	not	compete.
